This package checks and converts references in academic documents. It flags missing in-text
citations and uncited references in a document and can convert bibliographies between APA
and Chicago styles.

dopplIR (R Package with Ryan Kennedy)

This package generates and evaluates synthetic survey data. It can simulate responses based on
real respondents’ profiles, create synthetic respondents and datasets that mirror the structure
and distributions of real data, and generate multiple synthetic data variations. Additional
features include weighting synthetic respondents, quality checks, and synthetic data tuning,

End-to-end R framework that streamlines data cleaning and analysis, performs quality checks,
and generates custom newsletters and PowerPoint presentations using large language models.
